These guidelines may be called “Guidelines for Registration of Homestay Establishments —
2025”

They shall extend to the whole of the State of Karnataka

iii. They shall come into force from the date of notification by Department of Tourism,

Government of Karnataka

. Registration is compulsory to operate a Homestay in Karnataka

“Homestay” is a privately owned residence including a residence in a farm / plantation
where the owner or any of their inmediate family (spouse / children) is physically residing in
the same residence and letting out minimum 1 room (2 beds) and maximum 6 rooms (12
beds) where any tourist can stay on payment for boarding and lodging and such a residence
is recognized as a Homestay by the Department of Tourism, Government of Karnataka.
Homestay is a non-commercial activity.

“Bed & Breakfast” is a privately owned place including buildings in farms / plantations
where the owner of the establishment does not reside at the establishment themselves, but
an agent or an operator designated by them resides in the building / establishment premises
for providing the necessary services to the visitors / guests. The establishment shall have a
minimum 1 room (2 beds) and maximum 6 rooms (12 beds) where any tourist can stay on
payment for boarding and lodging and such an establishment is recognized as a Bed &
Breakfast by the Department of Tourism, GoK. Bed & Breakfast is a commercial activity.
Separate guidelines shall be issued for Bed & Breakfast establishments.

“Department of Tourism” shall mean the Department of Tourism, Government of
Karnataka

“KTTF Act” refers to the Karnataka Tourism Trade (Facilitation and Regulation) Act, 2015
and amendments thereof.

“KTTF Rules” refers to the rules notified from time to time for the implementation of the
KTTF Act, and includes, but is not limited to the Karataka Tourism Trade (Facilitation and
Regulation) Rules, 2016 and amendments thereof.

“Karnataka Tourism Policy” refers to the prevailing Karnataka Tourism Policy. The
present policy is the Karnataka Tourism Policy 2024-29.
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Homestays that have commenced operations or intend to commence operation within
Karnataka shall be registered with and recognised by the Department of Tourism, Government
of Karnataka under the KTTF Act in accordance with these guidelines. The registration provided
may be renewed in accordance with the provision of KTTF Act.

3.1. Eligibility for Registration

* Any privately owned residence meeting the definition of a Homestay is eligible for
registration as a Homestay.

* |If the land / house is jointly owned by multiple owners, the applicant needs a self-
attested affidavit from the other owners of the land / house to apply for registration as a
Homestay.

* An owner of multiple houses can register only one of the houses where he / she lives as
a Homestay.

* Rented / leased / sub-let residence cannot be registered as a Homestay.

Note: These guidelines are only for the registration of the establishment for running the
Homestay. Separate classification / grading scheme for facilites and services of
Homestays will be provided.

3.2. Submission of Application

An online application shall be submitted to the Deputy Commissioner of the respective
revenue district using the portal of the Department of Tourism, Government of Karnataka.

Note: Till the registration system becomes active online, applications for registration may
be received and processed by the AD / DD Tourism for the concemed district. The
certificate for registration may be issued online / offline in the format at Annexure 5.

Applicant shall create an account / login to their existing account on the portal of the
Department of Tourism and shall fill out and submit their online application form for
registration as a tourism trade. Applicants applying for a renewal of their registration
may use their existing login credentials.

All mandatory documents as applicable for the respective Tourism Project / Tourism
Service Provider need to be submitted along with the application form. The documents
at Annexure 1, Annexure 2, and Annexure 3 of these guidelines must be submitted
along with supporting documents. The Applicant shall also pay the registration fees at
for their respective application at the time of submission of their application.

Applicants can track their application and get updates regarding the current status of
their application on the website of Department of Tourism. Applicants shall also receive
updates on their registered email address and phone number.

The Assistant Director / Deputy Director for the applicable district shall verify the
application and uploaded / submitted documents. After verification of documents by AD
/ DD (Tourism), the AD / DD (Tourism) shall inform the concerned authorities for
undertaking an inspection visit.

Applicant shall facilitate the inspection visit by the officials. The AD / DD (Tourism) shall
coordinate between the Homestay and the official for the inspection visit. The format for
the inspection report for each official is provided at Annexure 4. In addition to their own
inspection and report, the AD/DD (Tourism) will be the nodal officer for coordinating the
site visits by other officials and for compiling all submitted inspection reports before
presenting the consolidated findings to the Approval Committee

Each official will submit the findings of their inspection and any deficiencies in the
format mentioned above to the AD / DD (Tourism). Any deficiencies in the documents
submitted shall be notified by the AD / DD (Tourism) to the Applicants for necessary
action.
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Note: The application for a Homestay cannot be rejected at this stage but any
deficiencies in the application shall be informed to the Approval Committee for a final
decision.

4. After the verification of the documents and inspection visit, AD / DD (Tourism) shall
submit an inspection and verification report to the Approval Committee chaired by the
concerned Deputy Commissioner.

The constitution of the Approval Committee is as follows —

i. Deputy Commissioner [Chairperson]

i. CEOZP

iii. Superintendent of Police

iv. Project Director, District Urban Development Cell

v. Executive Engineer, ESCOM

vi. Representative of applicable Hotels Association

vii. Representative of applicable Homestay Association

viii. Representative of applicable Tour Operators / Travel Agent Association
ix. Assistant Director / Deputy Director (Tourism) [Member Secretary]

x. Any other representatives nominated by the Deputy Commissioner

Quorum for the Approval Committee is Chairperson (or their delegate), Member
Secretary, and at least two other members.

If the application is rejected due to deficiencies in application by the Approval
Committee, the Applicant shall be informed of the rejection along with the reasons for
rejection. Rejected Applicants may correct the deficiencies and restart the registration
process.

5. If the Applicant is eligible for registration, the Approval Committee shall approve the
application for registration and issue the registration certificate as per the format at
Annexure 5.

6. After successful completion of registration, the Applicant shall be notified via email /
message along with a copy of their registration certificate. Applicants can also download
a copy of their registration certificate at any time from their registered account on the
Department of Tourism's website.

Registered Homestays shall display the certificate as per the operational requirements
mentioned subsequently in this document.

7. The issuing / rejection of registration certificate shall be completed within 45 (forty-five)
working days from the submission of the application. Deemed approval shall be given
to applicants after 45 (forty-five) working days from the submission of the application.

Disciplinary action shall be taken against the concerned officials for failure to submit the
inspection report.

viii. Photographs of the Homestay and facilities — front view of the building / house,
any sample room and bathroom, and functional CCTV cameras at entrance and
reception (if applicable)

(Annexure 3)

Registration and Renewal Fee

The application shall be accompanied with a non-refundable registration fee / renewal fee
as notified by the Government.

No Gram Panchayat, ULB, or any other government agency is authorised to charge any
extra fees / cess from any Homestay for registration in addition to the above-mentioned fee.

Mode of Payment
Fee shall be paid online using the payment gateway provided in the application portal.

Until the payment gateway is available online, the fee shall be paid to the District Tourism
Development Committee as informed by the Assistant Director / Deputy Director (Tourism)
of the respective district. The Assistant Director / Deputy Director (Tourism) of the
concerned district shall assist the applicant in making the payment.

Validity of Registration
The validity of the registration shall be as per the KTTF Act.

The initial registration shall be provided for a period of 5 (five) years from the date of issue
of registration.

The registration can be renewed for a further period of not exceeding 5 (five) years at a
time with the fee prescribed in Section 3.5.
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4. Guidelines for Renewal of R

The procedure for renewal of registration shall be the same as above. Homestays should apply
for the renewal of their registration at least 3 months before the expiry of the current registration.

5. Guidelines for Operation of Homestays

Homestays operational within Karnataka shall adhere to the following operational guidelines to
ensure a safe and comfortable stay for guests.

1.

All existing and new Homestays are required to register with the Department of Tourism,
Government of Karnataka. The list of registered Homestays shall be displayed on the
website of the Department of Tourism.

Homestay is a non-commercial activity as it is an extension of domestic activities. Hence,
Homestays shall pay property tax. electricity charges', water charges, and other statutory /
utility charges at domestic rates. However, Homestay owners are responsible for
compliance with statutory payments including property tax, utilities payments, and tax
compliance.

Further, Homestays are not required to obtain trade license from the concerned local
authorities.

Homestay must provide at least 1 (one) and maximum of 6 (six) lettable rooms. The
Homestay may have a maximum of 12 (twelve) beds. A room cannot have more than 3
(three) beds excluding cots for children. No room in the Homestay may be operated as a
dormitory and bunk beds cannot be provided in a Homestay. At any point of time, a
maximum of 12 adults can stay as guests at a Homestay.

The rooms in a Homestay may be a part of the residence in which the owner (or their
spouse or children) is staying or in a separate building / cottage that is part of the same plot
of land, i.e., same survey number.

It is desirable that each room in the Homestay has an attached bathroom.
No rooms can be let out on a time share basis.

The owner (or their spouse or children) of the Homestay should clearly explain to the guests
the facilities available at the homestay and the rates to be paid for their use.

Homestay shall mandatorily provide breakfast. Homestays may also provide additional
meals to guests on request on payment basis. It is recommended that the fixed cost of
breakfast is included in the room tariff. It is desirable that the meals offered are of the local
cuisine.

1 Electricity charges shall be as notified Karnataka Electricity Regulatory Commission. Tariff Schedule from 2025 is
provided at Annexure 6 for reference.

The Homestay establishment shall always keep the accommodation in good condition and
clean for the guests. Further, the prescribed safety measures including quality, health,
hygiene and fire safety should be followed without fail.

Homestay shall have CCTV surveillance at the reception and maintain the data for at least
30 days.

Every Homestay shall maintain a register (physical or electronic format) for guest check-in
and check-out records including scanned / photocopy of ID card with address and date of
birth for domestic guests and passport details in case of foreign guests.

The details of all foreign guests should be submitted to the police department as per their
prescribed guidelines.

Every Homestay establishment shall maintain the following at the reception / main entrance
/ reservation office of the Homestay

» Feedback register
« Complaint register with action taken

Homestay owners shall ensure their guests do not cause public nuisance or disturb the
neighbours.

Homestay should provide a local experience by way of local decor, authentic cuisine, local
activities etc.

Homestay may tie up with reputed local tour operators, travel agents, and transport
operators to provide sightseeing and tourism experiences for their guests.

Suitable precautions must be taken for any activities offered outside the Homestay premises
after sunset.

Contact details and address for police authorities, fire authorities, forest authorities, and any
other relevant local authorities as well as doctor / nearest hospital should be prominently
displayed within the Homestay and should be provided to the guest upon check-in.

Homestays should follow sustainable practices and responsible tourism practices for their
operations.

Homestays should have proper waste management facilities as per applicable laws and are
encouraged waste segregation, recycling, use of renewable energy sources and proper
disposal of waste.

If the Homestay owner undertakes other activities besides running the Homestay (such as
plantation, beekeeping, dairy etc.,), it shall not hinder the Homestay operations.

Homestay owners are encouraged to engage locals for providing tourism and hospitality
services and to procure from local vendors where feasible

. The registration certificate issued under these guidelines should be displayed at the

reception / main entrance of the Homestay so that is clearly visible from a distance.
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23. Homestays shall be eligible for the benefits including incentives, subsidies, and concessions
as detailed in the prevailing Karnataka Tourism Policy.

24. Homestays shall be eligible for benefits under schemes / programs of the State Government
and Central Government as notified from time to time.

25. Establishment / houses operating as a Homestay without valid registration and approval are
considered illegal and legal action will be taken against the owners / promoters of the illegal
establishments.

26. Any illegal activities of the guests of a Homestay must be brought to the notice of the police
department for necessary action.

27. The Homestay should not be registered as a hotel or a commercial establishment and
should not have availed any benefits available for the hotels under any State or Central
Policy / Act / Guidelines.

The Deputy Commissioner shall constitute a Tourism Inspection Committee and shall delegate
the committee members for inspection of recognized Homestays for compliance with these
guidelines from time to time. The government officials identified in the committee may delegate
a suitably qualified official for periodic / surprise inspection visit and reporting. The Department
of Tourism, Government of Karnataka shall support the Deputy Commissioners in this regard.

During the inspection, the facilities and services provided will be evaluated for compliance with
the operational requirements detailed in these guidelines and affirmed in the applicant's
undertaking (submitted as per Annexure 2), utilizing the official inspection report formats
(Annexure 4), as well as compliance with applicable laws, rules, and regulations

Homestays found in non-compliance with the guidelines or applicable laws are liable to have
their registration cancelled. This may also include the failure to maintain requisite standards,
overcharging of tourists, reports of unhygienic conditions, unlawful activities, malpractices,
misbehaviour with customers, etc. A suitable fine may also be levied at the discretion of the
Deputy Commissioner of the concerned district.

7. Punishment for False Display of |

If any person, company, association or firm or any other body falsely represent the Homestay
establishment as registered or graded under the KTTF Act, the Deputy Commissioner as the
prescribed authority shall levy the penalty as per Section 25 of the KTTF Act.

The Section 25 of the Act is reproduced below for reference

25. Punishment for false display of recognition.-
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(1) If any person, company, association or firm or any other body who falsely represent any
tourism trade as registered or graded under this Act, the prescribed authority shall impose fine
not exceeding rupees fifty thousand for the first of such offence, and not exceeding rupees one
lakh for second or subsequent offence:

Provided that before ordering imposition of fine, the prescribed authority shall, afford reasonable
opportunity of hearing to the person, company, association or firm or any other body concemed.

(2) Where any person, company, association or firm or any other body, even after imposition of
fine under sub-section (1) continues to display or show that he is recognised or registered as
such, he shall, on conviction, be punishable with simple imprisonment for a term which may
extend to three months or with fine or with both

The Department of Tourism, Government of Karnataka may revise these guidelines from time to
time based on stakeholder feedback. Homestay owners should check the Department of
Tourism website or contact their concerned AD / DD (Tourism) for the latest copy of these
guidelines.

Department of Tourism, Government of Karnataka shall have the authority to issue necessary
clarifications in case any clarification is required regarding implementation of these guidelines.

All matters of interpretation, dispute, contention under these guidelines shall be referred to
Additional Chief Secretary / Principal Secretary / Secretary Tourism, Government of Karnataka.
The decision taken by the Additional Chief Secretary / Principal Secretary / Secretary Tourism
shall be final and binding.
